Thi is a special year for undergraduates at Johns Hopkins, because 2004 marks the 12Yh 
anniversary of the first graduating class of undergraduates. How things have changed in 125 years! 
The undergraduate Class of 1879 consisted of four young white men from Baltimore. The Class of 
2004 is vastly larger and more diverse in just about every respect imaginable. 

Yet, despite the obvious differences, there is a common thread that runs throughout 
undergraduate life at Johns Hopkins over the years. 

I have now had eight years to observe the classes as they have come through, and I think I 
have an inkling of what the essence of a Hopkins student is. I believe that what characterizes you 
is your passion. You really care about at least one thing enough to devote your time, energy and 
zeal to the pursuit of excellence in it- whether it be a scholarly or scientific interest, one of the arts, 
a sport, political activism, or a social cause. There are one or two or three big things in your life 
that spark your interest, keep you focused , and rocket you to peak performance. That' s what 
makes Hopkins students so impressive. 

The four young men who graduated in 1879 went on to successful lives in the professions 
and academia. Two of them remained at Hopkins for graduate work (at the time, the only 
university where one could do graduate work as we know it) and earned their PhDs, with one 
staying here on the faculty. The unusually large proportion of undergraduates who go on for 
graduate or professional study is something that has distinguished Hopkins students throughout the 
years. 

Yet, as important as that is, there is much more to what sets you apart. An 
intensity and a relentless curiosity and creativity drive you to innovate and to excel. When you 

want something- a program or organization or publication or 
research opportunity- and it doesn ' t already exist, you take the 
initiative and make it happen. I am amazed ... and impressed. 

There must be something about undergraduate culture at 
Hopkins that has long both attracted and fostered the qualities of 
intellectual vitality, autonomy and self-direction that I see in you. 
Perhaps these qualities come from imbibing the atmosphere of a 
university that, from its founding, was dedicated to research and 
advanced study. No matter what the source, they are qualities that 
we certainly try to cultivate with such programs as the Provost's 
Undergraduate Research Awards and the Wilson Fellowships. 
And they are what make you uniquely winsome. 

So congratulations on completing your undergraduate 
career. I hope that you have had many opportunities, both in and 
out of the classroom, to pursue your passion relentlessly. Thank 
you for being with us, and please come back soon, and frequently.
